Minutes from the meeting held on 16th May 2016  at 7.30pm at Oak Lodge, Hook.

Declarations of interest; None recorded
Minutes of the last two meetings were read by the clerk and confirmed as true and correct records and both were signed by the chairman.

Elections of a chairman were discussed with the proposal that Cllr Dougherty remains in this role for the next year. This was proposed by M.Belton and seconded by J.Barker.
Cllr Dougherty accepted the role for another year and signed the acceptance form.

Elections of a vice chairman were discussed with the proposal that Cllr Cawkwell remains in this role for the next year. This was proposed by J.Barker and seconded by J.Oldridge.
Cllr Cawkwell accepted the role for another year and signed the acceptance form.
The accounts and bank reconciliation for year ending March 31st 2016 were circulated with accompanying invoices and bank statements. All councillors present approved the accounts and the chairman signed the accounts book.
The annual governance statement for 2015/2016 was approved as accurate and signed by the chairman and clerk.
The annual accounting statement for 2015/2016 was approved as accurate and signed by the chairman and clerk.
The clerk will post the audit forms now they are signed and place on the website.
The clerk has now received the £2100 precept money into the bank account and a Vat rebate of £166.65 was noted as received.
Cheques approved at the meeting for payment were;

The clerk updated the councillors on the transparency code informing them of the necessary items purchased and of the website that is now up and running in accordance with this government ruling.

Planning application ref 15/02840/PLF for C.Standring for erection of single storey extension at the old blacksmiths yard was noted as APPROVED by ERYC.

Cllr Belton informed the councillors of a request from a resident asking for the retention of the man-made hollow on the river bank prior to entering the main drain known as The Clough. This was dug out to allow wind turbines easier access past the bridge area but has since proved useful as a passing place and car park and allows easier passing for larger agricultural and haulage  vehicles. It was resolved that the clerk will write to ERYC asking if the planning conditions can be amended to allow this area to remain as it now is. The clerk will also liaise with Swinefleet Parish Council to request their approval and support in now keeping the traffic island entering the village as it now is (with no bollards or raised kerb ) to allow better access for wider vehicles in the future.
The clerk informed the council about the new audit changes in 2017 which will affect this parish council. The future audits will no longer be required to be sent off and inspected unless a member of the public demands an inspection if they feel there are irregularities. The clerk will in future prepare the audit, have it internally checked and approved by the parish council and place it on the website. A new audit authority is to be established called SAAA and the decision to use them needs to be made. It was resolved to not join the SAAA as it was felt if ever an inspection was demanded then a local accountancy firm could be used.
